Feast of Tabernacles
• Exodus 23:16 “you shall observe…the feast of 

the Ingathering when you gather in the fruit of 
your labor from the field.”

• Leviticus 23:33-44 Observe for 7 days—1st & 
8th day most holy with no work. Gather lovely 
branches to dwell in. Daily sacrifices, 
offerings, libations of water. Remember the 
wanderings in the wilderness.

• Numbers 29:12-40 Details what and how to 
offer the sacrifices. It reads like the 12 days of 
Christmas!

• Deuteronomy 16:13-15 “Celebrate…seven 
days…with family, servants, Levites, 
strangers, orphans, and widows. You shall be 
altogether joyful!”
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Joel 3:18 “Brooks of Judah will flow 
with water and a spring will go out 
from the house of the Lord.”
Isaiah 44:3 “I will pour out water on 

the thirsty land and streams on the 
dry ground.”
Isa 55:1 “Ho, everyone who thirsts, 

come to the waters.”
Isa 58:11 “The Lord will satisfy your 

desire in scorched places, you will 
be; like a watered garden, a spring of 
water whose waters do not fail.”
Rev.22:17b “Let the one who is 

thirsty come; let the one who wishes 
take the water of life without cost.”
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
